The Fourth Annual Student Art Show features works from students Grades K-12 in the Windsor school district. The show takes place from May 8th through May 15th and includes paintings, drawings, sculpture and art of all types. 

School Superintendent Jason Andrews and art teachers from the district’s Elementary, Middle and High Schools are working together with WWWAC founders Bill and Johanne Pesce, and their team of local volunteers, in an inspiring endeavor of teamwork to make the show a success.

For the students, it’s a chance to have their works featured in an established art gallery that has gained acclaim and a valued reputation not only in Windsor, but also in Binghamton’s burgeoning arts community, throughout the Southern Tier, in the upstate arts corridor taking shape in the Catskills and even as far as New York City’s arts neighborhoods.

For members of the community and parents, it’s a chance to see exciting examples of the kinds of talent a well-supported art program in the area’s schools can produce, by students from very young ages all the way through their senior year. And for the WWWAC, it’s an opportunity to reaffirm its commitment to Windsor and to showcasing local artists. 

“Windsor has produced some very talented young people. We hope to encourage a new generation of budding artists to go on to pursue careers in art and related fields such as, architecture, fine arts, advertising, printmaking, designing and art,” Pesce said.

In recognition of the excellent work of the students and their teachers, this year Superintendent Andrews and his staff have been able raise sufficient funds to frame all the artwork so that it can be hung in the gallery in a professional manner.  
Also new this year, the Student Art Show will help raise money for art scholarships by holding a raffle for prizes of free art materials and frames. These prizes were donated by local attorney and member of the WWWAC Board, Fred Xlander, and Bob Olcott of Art Allure in Johnson City.  

The Fourth Annual Student Art Show will open at the WWWAC, 98 Main Street, Windsor, on Saturday, May 1st from 1 to 3 pm.
